· Students may apply for the scholarship only one time, and must be in, or have taken the Junior Achievement Company Program to apply.  

· Family members and your economics (Junior Achievement) teacher cannot submit the letter of recommendation.

· Finalists will be notified and required to attend a brief interview.

· The recipient must submit written request to the Junior Achievement office in order to receive the scholarship money.  The award will be made only through the Financial Aid Department at the college or university the recipient is attending.  If written request is not received within three years from the date of the award letter, the scholarship will be forfeited.
